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Our child rights are defined by the United Nations Convention on the Rights of 
the Child (UNCRC). According to the UNCRC, Child Rights are minimum 
entitlements and freedoms that should be afforded to all persons below the age 
of 18 irrespective of race, colour, gender, language, religion, opinions, origins, 
wealth, birth status or ability and therefore applicable to all. These are as Right 
to Survival (with dignity that begins before a child is born),  Right to Protection, 
Right to Participation (in any related decision as per the age and maturity) and 
Right to Development (Emotional, Mental and Physical). Right to Protection is 
more important as this provides a support system to all other rights. 

Under the Integrated Child Protection Scheme of  
Union Ministry of Women and Child Development, 
CHILDLINE is a 24-hours emergency outreach 
service for children in need of care and protection in 
India. Any child/concerned adult can dial 1098 to 
access this service. CHILDLINE India Foundation 
(CIF), Mumbai is the nodal agency for setting up, 
managing and monitoring the CHILDLINE 1098 
service all over the country. This links state 
Governments, NGOs, bilateral/multilateral agencies 
and corporate sector to make a child friendly nation. 
Currently Childline 1098 is operational in 412 
districts/towns across 35 states & Union Territories of 
India. It responds to about 36,000 phone calls 

everyday from suffering children.    

NBJK has been a part of this safety net since 01 April 2015 as the Sub Centre 
partner covering Chouparan, Barhi, Barkattha and Padma blocks of Hazaribag 
district in Jharkhand. Jan Sewa Parishad and Samadhan are the NGOs 
working as other Sub Centre partners for more 6 blocks.  Two other NGOs like 
Darpan and Srijan Foundation work as Nodal and Collaborative organizations. 
Collab. is the 24-hour service for children with support of Sub Centre partners. 
This responds to the intervention cases, provides emergency intervention and 
links children to the services for rehabilitation. There are Childline Contact 
Centres in Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, Bangalore and Gurgaon. These CCCs 
receive calls to 1098 and forward those to partners for intervention.

NBJK has intervened in total 110 child related cases during the period of 2015-
16, 2016-17 and 2017-18 (till December'17). These are the cases of Child 
Marriage (12), Child Labour (36), Absconding Children (18), Sponsorship (11), 
Emotional Support & Guidance (4), Medical Support (12), Physical 
Torture/Manhandling (10), Emotional & Sexual Abuse (4) and Shelter (3). Also 
the organisation campaigns to popularize dial 1098 if any child (below 18 years 
of age) is found in distress or finds herself/himself amid any problem. There was 
a drive called Childline Se Dosti (Friendship with Childline) in the field and 
Childline Team members have contacted people from different walks of life. 
They sensitized them over importance of Child Rights and distributed 
handbills/wristbands about objective of Childline, Toll-free number 1098 and its 
practice to make our children safe with secrecy of the caller.

Childline programme empowers us with a comprehensive strategy that 
comprises technology and brought a systemic change to respond our children 
on time.

12 October/14 November 2017, Chouparan/Dumka: LokNayak JayPrakash Eye 
Hospital (Chouparan & Dumka units) has observed World Sight Day with enthusiasm 
and organized mass awareness as well as eye care activities for people. The day was 

celebrated at LNJPEH, Bahera (Chouparan, Hazaribag) with 
vision restoration for 50 people through cataract operation 
including spectacles, medicines free of cost. Also a workshop 
with rural health workers (Sahiyas) upon early eye care was 
inaugurated by Mr. Kumar Saurabh (Manager, Aditya Birla 
Financial Services-Hazaribag) who praised the hospital for 
focus upon community eye care and cost effective services. 
There were 75 Sahiya participants in the workshop and they 
have been oriented towards preventive-curative measures for 
eye care. At Dumka, the hospital has launched an awareness 
campaign from 9 to 12 October and 419 people (from Dumka, 
Devghar, Pakur, Jamtara and Godda districts) have availed 
treatment here.

There were 278 patients turned up for initial checkup and 
consultation. 81 were found with diabetes, went under Retina checkup and 20 have 
been detected with Diabetic Retinopathy. All of them have availed requisite treatment 
free of cost by the hospital. Chouparan and Dumka units of LNJPEH have support from 
Sighsavers (Kolkata) and CBM (Bangalore) respectively.

PwDs Participates in Sports & Painting on World Disability Day  

Child-Devi Kumari, age-4½ years, Father-Janak Prasad, Village-Parvatpur, PS+ Block-
Sitapur, Dt-Hazaribag, belongs to a joint family. Her father is a small farmer-cum-daily 
wage laborer. Devi is elder daughter in the family with her housewife mother, 3 ½ year 
old younger sister, grandma, grandpa, uncle and aunt. Devi studies in class 1 of a local 
school. On that crucial day, there was a tonsure ceremony for another child near her 
house and most of the family members were engaged in that function. In the meantime, 
Shatru Kumar (21 years), a neighborhood youth called Devi to offer her chocolate, 
brought her to the roof of his house and raped her. But the child's family members were 
silent due to social stigma. They didn't share this mishap and avoided any outside 
medical support to the child even. Devi was much afraid after this incident and caged in 
her house only. Childline 1098 team took cognizance of this case on the basis of 
newspaper reporting and contacted local Child Welfare Police Officer to intervene 
immediately. On the same day, Devi's medical checkup was arranged and her 
statement was submitted before CJM with help of CWPO. There was a lot of pressure 
upon Childline team members. Villagers were griefed and angry after this heartbreaking 
incident, but they didn't hope for any conclusion as the offender and his well-wishers 
were trying to manage the matter. But Childline & CWC focussed upon child's statement 
and further action. At last, Shatru the accused surrendered before court. This restored 
people's faith over law enforcement agencies and the community has supported Devi, 
the girl child wholeheartedly after the initiative taken by Childline 1098. (Photo not
