Unicef� supported�Child�Reporter�programme�has�been� implemented�by�Nav�
Bharat� Jagriti� Kendra� in� Govt.�Middle� Schools� under� Ranchi,� Giridih,� Latehar,�
Simdega�and�West� �Singhbhum�districts�of�Jharkhand.�The�programme�aims�to�
provide�an�outlet�for�children�to�express�their�views�over�issues�in�their�interest.�
This� focuses�upon�UNCRC�defined�Child�Rights� like�Right�to�Survival,�Right�to�
Protection,� Right� to� Participation� and� Right� to� Development� for� children.�
Through� Child� Reporter� programme,� children� encounter� with� the� issues,�
problems� and� challenges� towards� realization� of� their� rights.� Currently� the�
programme�is�being�implemented�in�Govt.�Middle�Schools�of�Kanke,�Namkum,�
Ormanjhi,�Itki�and�Nagri�blocks�in�Ranchi�district.�During�the�period�of�2010-18,�

about� 15000� Child� Reporters� have� been�
associated�with�Child�Reporter�programme.���
The�programme�activities�start�with�selection�of�
Child�Reporters.�In�each�school,�20-30�children�
get� selection� as� Child� Reporters.� They� find�
information�on�issues�of�child�rights�by�regular�
dialogue�with�them.�Then�they�get�training�for�
creative� writing� around� such� issues.� The�
t ra in ing� improves � thei r � wr i t ing� and�
communication� skill� so� that� they� can� express�
themselves�efficiently.�Every�month�these�Child�
Reporters�write�poem-story�and�make�drawing-
painting�about�the�obstacles�around�as�well�as�
other�issues�pertaining�to�child�rights.�The�block�
coordinators� of� the� programme� collect� these�
creative�outputs�by�the�children�and�send�some�

selected�writings-drawings�to�newspapers�for�coverage.�The�Child�Reporters�
make�posters�also�over�the�themes�like�prevention�of�child�marriage�and�other�
issues�of�child�rights.�Under�the�Postcard�Campaign,�these�children�write�down�
their� grievances� like� violation� of� child� rights,� inconvenience� in� school� on�
postcards� and� their� collections� go� to� officers� like� Block� Dev.� Officer,� Block�
Education�Extension�Officer,�District�Education�Officer,�District�Commissioner�
for�way�out.�There�are�cluster� level�group�activities� for�Child�Reporters�with�
participation�of�different�schools.�During�these�activities,�children�join�various�
contests�and�experience�sharing�sessions.�In�district-block�level�convention�of�
Child� Reporters,� they� exhibit� write� ups,� art� works� and� share� their� dreams,�
opinions,�ambitions�etc.�with�friends�and�invites.�In�these�conventions,�people�
like� government� officers,� PRI� members/MLAs,� media� representatives� and�
dignitaries�from�different�walks�of�life�share�their�experiences�with�children.�In�
the�concerned�schools,�workshop�for�teachers�take�place�to�make�them�aware�
about�their�role�&�responsibility�towards�child�rights.�At�panchayat�and�block�
level,� meetings� of� parents,� teachers,� PRI� representatives� and� adolescents�
ensure�information�sharing�upon�allied�issues�to�make�the�community�child�
friendly.�The�Child�Reporters�visit�to�media�institutions�to�know�their�modus-
operandi.� Under� agreement� between� Unicef� and� All� India� Radio,� they� get�
chance�to�place�their�views�during�special�audition�by�AIR.�Also�time�to�time�
meetings�with�the�government�officers�like�DEO,�BDO,�BEEO,�police�inspector�
etc.�facilitate�the�children�to�share�their�problems,�wishes�and�thoughts.�Such�
activities� � instil� confidence�among� the�Child�Reporters�and�enable� them� to�
place�their�ideas�in�a�better�way.������������������������������������������������
It� was� found� that� after� becoming� the� Child� Reporters,� the� confidence� level�
became�high�among�the�school�children.�Their�writing�style�and�communication�
skill�get�a�boost�up.�They�overcome�inhibition�and�put�their�points�before�the�
government�officers/panchayat�members�quite� frankly.� These�Child� reporters�
initiate�campaign�against�social�evils�like�child�marriage,�child�labour,�illiteracy,�
superstition�etc.�in�their�respective�areas.�The�people�became�aware�about�child�
rights�due�to�the�efforts�made�by�these�school�children.

a�crime�and�I�want�to�study�further.�Another�incident�is�related�
to�Nikita,�a�girl�of�my�acquaintance.�She�is�from�class�6th�in�my�
school.�Due�to�poverty�and�some�household�problems,�she�
stopped�her�schooling.�Also�she�was�in�need�of�some�books,�
notebooks,� pen-pencil� etc.� I� persuaded� Nikita� to� join� the�

school�and�helped�her�with�my�friends.�Either�it�may�be�any�decision�of�own�life�or�you�
want�to�support�others,�Child�Reportership�is�always�helpful.�I�think�this�might�caused�
some�changes� in� lives�of�other�children�also.�Thanks� to� the�people�who�started� the�
programme�of�Child�Reporter.
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
