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SAMBHAV-Adolescent Empowerment Program

SAMBHAV, the program was initiated by NBJK in December 2016 with
support of Plan India-Delhi and UNICEF-Jharkhand to empower adolescents
at 942 villages of Boram, Patamda, Dhalbhumgarh, Chakulia, Behragora and
Gurabandha blocks of East Singhbhum district, Jharkhand. This aims to
reduce child marriage, to enhance secondary education and to minimize
teenage pregnancy.

There are adolescent groups in the operational villages with 22643 members
(boys-8223, girls-14420) but 490 villages are under special focus where
adolescent groups are more active with 13800 members. They go through
intensive life skills sessions. During the year 2018-19, 3209 adolescents (boys-
1532, girls-1677) have participated in life skills
training and 1878 (boys-938, girls-940) have
emerged as peer educators. From each
focused village, 02 peer educators had
opportunity to join refresher training quarterly
and in remaining villages it was organized on
half-yearly basis. Total 1884 adolescents have
participatedin these refreshers training.

I The program tracks functioning of all active
adolescent groups and organizes capacity
d building exercises for Village Child Protection
N Committees on child protection with special
4 reference to child marriage with 600
participants from 100 villages in 3 blocks. Also
this organized review-cum-refresher training
for 1582 (boys-872, girls-710) peer educators in 06 target blocks. At
panchayat level, adolescent groups participates in introduction-cum-review
meetings and total 21295 (boys-9796, girls-11499) participants turned up in
these meetings. Trained peer educators organize monthly & fortnightly life
skills sessions for groups and enabled 20756 (boys-9376, girls-11380)
adolescents to manage their problems.

There are activities like block level community conference, panchayat level
interface meeting between adolescent groups & parents, orientation of
School Management Committees' (SMCs) members to negate child marriage
and formation/capacity building of block level child protection committees
toprovide an edge to the program.

Likewise IFA tablets distributed among 11127 (boys-5653, girls-5474)
adolescents and 4065 girls received sanitary napkins. For coordination with
Village Child Protection Committees (VCPCs), meetings held with 803 SMCs
members and 10504 adolescents of Baal Sansads have been introduced
about their role & responsibility. 464 adolescents (boys-176, girls-288)
referred to AFHCs (Adolescent Friendly Health Centers) for counseling,
treatment & medicines. In 03 blocks, married adolescent girls & boys have
been enlisted as 124 couples and oriented to avoid teenage pregnancy and
any further child marriage.

To strengthen VCPCs, regular capacity building & hand holding support was
provided in all 06 blocks during monthly meetings with 10618 member
participants (men-4332, women-6286). Besides this, 8903 members (men-
246, women-8657) of SHGs and 3157 parents (fathers-1333, mothers-1824)
have been sensitized upon child rights with thematic training to program
staffs and frontline govt. staffs on relevant govt. schemes. With child rights
week celebration at panchayat level, the message reached up to villages and
the program has facilitated young community leaders like Miss Pari Singh (a
resident of Patamda block) who was conferred Plan India Impact Award by
noted actress Mrs.Shabana Azmi at Delhilast year.
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Mukul Madhav Foundation Supports for 100 Cataract Surgeries

17 -20 April 2019, Bahera (Chouparan, Hazaribag): NBJK run LokNayak JayPrakash
Eye Hospital launched a campaign in villages of Gaya district to identify cataract
patients and ensured their eye surgery. LNJPEH organized eye screening camps at
Kurkihara, Aamas, Nimbua and Singhatiya villages of the district as well as

arranged transportation of the patients from their place
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tothe hospital and vice versa. During the period of 4 days
only, 100 cataract suffering people were found and sent
to the base hospital for surgery. All the patients met
successful cataract surgery and the campaign was
supported by Mukul Madhav Foundation, the CSR
partner of Finolex Industries. MMF sponsored 100
cataract patients for their eye surgery. Mr. Vijay Kumar (Sr.
Sales Executive, Finolex) and Mr. Karunanidhi (Asst.
Manager, LNJPEH) have met the patients and provided
them medicines. It's noteworthy that during last 15 years,
Bahera & Dumka units of LokNayak JayPrakash Eye
Hospital have attended more than 6 lakhs patients and restored sight to 01 lakh
plus cataract suffering people from 14 districts of Jnarkhand &Bihar.

More than 17 thousand women with SHGs, skill
dev. training for 30 thousand plus youths, creation of more than 2000 water bodies
and income enhancement for 2500 tribal farmer families have ensured mass
livelihood.

Hari Goes to School (case story)

Hari Charan is a small boy in village-Badlapur, panchayat-Katina,
block-Baharagoda, district-East Singhbhum of Jharkhand. He lives
with his mother Shyama, a poor woman. The boy was born before
marriage of his motherand notaccepted by his biological father. Both
the mother and the son are stigmatized and became victims of
helplessness. When team Sambhav came to know the situation and
met Shyama with her son, the team members have counseled
Shyama to enroll Hari in the school. Till that time the boy never went
to any school and used to assist his mother in household works. He
was cursed to lead an isolated life. The program team put effort to
mainstream Hari and his mother became ready to send him to school.
Another meeting was organized with the teacher-in-charge,
members of mata samiti-School Management Committee over the
issue of Hari. They became ready for his school admission and Hari
was enrolled in Badlapur Primary School on 08 September 2018. Now
he is pursuing his education like other children of the village. Hari is
happy with his mother and may bring some changes as an educated
young man in future. (Original names of people & places are changed)
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
