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Providing Sustainable Livelihood to Youths

NBJK partnered with Axis Bank Foundation (ABF), Mumbai in October 2014
for the program of Providing Sustainable Livelihood to Youths-PSLY which
works through Rojgar Training Centres-RTCs with aim to provide vocational
training and soft skills to unemployed youths. There are 13 RTCs at Deoghar,
Dumka, Dhanbad, Jamshedpur, Giridih, Koderma, Hazaribag, Ramgarh,
Ranchi (03 centres), Khunti and Gaya. At Chakla (Ranchi), trainees have
residential facility. These RTCs cover trades like BSPA (Bed Side Patient
Attendant), Beautician, Tailoring, Electrician, Basic Computer Applications,
Tally, Hardware Networking, Mobile Repair, ITES (Information Technology
Enabled Services), Driver, Security Guard, Welding & Fitter Fabrication etc in
3 months course for each. The program's target was to train 21,600 youths
over the period of 4 years which ended in September 2018.
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PSLY, the program was created with one of the
objectives as to check unemployment and forced
migration amid disadvantaged youths, to enhance
socio-economic stability for vulnerable classes and to
facilitate skilled human resources towards employers.
It promotes employability skills, placement services
and self-employment measures.

The program strategy is comprised of the components
like market scan to identify job needs and curriculum
development accordingly. It covers recruitment of
required faculty, mobilization process, students'
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enrolment, their training (theory & practical),

placement process & tracking, alumni feedback & findings etc. Under
mobilization activity, NBJK has increased program's geographical area and
used canopy, newspaper insert, poster, road show & meeting. With backup of
quality training at RTCs, it worked well. For placement, it began with more
enrolment, skill training to more youths and maintained better relation with
employers through guest lecture, campus interview, and alumni feedback
from job site with support of a skilled placement team. Also the event like
Rojgar Mela (Job fair) motivated employers to pick right person for them. For
value added training, NBJK adopted new teaching technique from Tata Strive
which provides new teaching-learning methodology for soft skills classes,
personality development, time management and job interview etc. Also the
activities of feedback session, smart class, communicative English, exposure,
meeting (with parents, alumni, employers) contributes to the program. Recently
RTCs have introduced some new trades like electrical wiring, plumbing, beauty
therapy and tally.

Till March 2019, PSLY has trained 23,291 youths in different trades and
about 60% are placed or have started their own business. Among these
placed/self-employed youths 52% are females and 48% are males.
Despite various constraints, the program ensured skilled work force,
gender equality and reduced forced migration/trafficking of disadvantaged
youths from operational areas.
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Certificate & Placement for Skill for Life Trainees

15 July 2019, Amrit Nagar (Hazaribag): The trainees of Skill for Life program with
support of Swades Foundation-Mumbai have received course completion
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certificates and placement offers after their training in the
trades of General Duty Assistant (GDA), Basic Computer
Applications (BCA) and Cell Phone Servicing. The
program offers two months residential & practical training
to youths and most of them get placement too. In passing
out ceremony, Mr. Satish Girija (Secretary, NBJK)
conferred certificates to the trainees and appealed to join
their first job positively as work experience opens new
avenues. He instructed the youths, especially female
trainees to callimmediately in case of any problem at work
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place. Mr. Prabhu Nath Sharma (Program In-charge &

Treasurer-NBJK) focused upon discipline and interest to get success in any work.
He conveyed his best wishes to the youths and asked to refine their skills for better
opportunity. There were 38 trainees in this batch and 23 are already placed at
Ranchi, Koderma, Barhi, Bishnugarh, Bagodar and Hazaribag. The event was
contributed by program team comprised of Mr. Om Prakash Gupta, Mr. Vikram
Kumar, Mr. Anurag and Mrs. Sunita.

FCC Sub-Committee Meeting

30 July 2019, Hazaribag: Central Social Welfare Board-New Delhi &
Jharkhand State Social Welfare Board-Ranchi supported Family Counselling
Centre, Hazaribag by NBJK has called it's sub-
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committee meeting at Women Police Station,
Hazaribag. Mrs. Rita Kachchap (Officer In-charge,
WPS) presided the meeting and suggested for police
intervention if reconciliation is not possible by mutual
consent. Other members have expressed concern over
fulfilment of the conditions set for any victim as per the
agreement. The sub-committee members advised to
create women cell at other police stations in district to
settle down family disputes. Mrs. Meera Gupta
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(Counsellor) has placed FCC's quarterly report for May-
July'19 before the sub-committee and said about 39 cases registered during
the period. There were cases of marital dispute (15), alcoholic violence (12),
quarrel with son & daughter-in-law (07), land dispute (03), extra marital relation
(01), dowry demand (01) and 12 cases have been resolved with consent of
both the parties.

She lives
with her parents at Dhanbad and she has a brother. Her family's financial
condition was not good. Besides joining Rojgar Training Centre-Dhanbad,
she was a home tutor of some school children. She came to
know about RTC from one of her friend already enrolled there.
Pinky got information upon available courses and decided for
admission in software course such as Tally ERP 9 with GST
and continued with soft skill, motivational and smart classes
simultaneously with course syllabus. Her trade faculty Mr.
Ankit Kumar & other teachers have encouraged her,
explained about course material as well as related job areas
and support for job/self employment. After completion of the
course of Tally ERP 9, Placement Coordinator and other staffs
of RTC Dhanbad have helped her to find job. She attended
personality development classes, went through mock
interviews and prepared herself sincerely. All these helped
Pinky to get rid of hesitation and to make better effort to get a job. Finally she
was selected as Computer-cum-Data Entry Operator by C.P.W.D Dhanbad.
Now she earns Rs. 10,000 per month for her and her family. Pinky is happy

with this development and thankful to RTC Dhanbad.
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
