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NBJK Responds COVID-19 
The novel coronavirus outbreak, which began in Wuhan, China in December 2019, 
has expanded to touch every corner of the globe. This made millions of people sick 
and hundreds of thousands have died. Till Sep'20 in India more than 62 lakh corona 
positive people were found with 97 thousand plus casualties including 83,651 and 
1.82 lakh infected persons in Jharkhand & Bihar with 713 & 904 death tolls 
respectively. We all have experienced phases of lockdown & unlock as a preventive 
measure but the panic compelled people for reverse migration from big cities or other 
states in a chaotic situation.
NBJK has responded to COVID-19 with infrastructural support to administration, 
medical utilities to govt. hospitals, preventive awareness drive and dry ration with 
hygiene supplements to incoming migrant workers including direct money transfer to 
some poor families. At Chauparan (Hazaribag), it offered LNJP Eye Hospital & SPP 
School as quarantine centers where 275 migrant workers stayed safely. In Jama block 
of Dumka district, 2 quarantine centers with 400 
persons have been provided dry ration. It supported 
district administration-health authorities at 
Hazaribag, Dumka, other districts with medical 
utilities and made available total 1120 PPE Kits as 
320 to Hazaribag sadar hospital & 800 kits to 
Churchu CHC. Likewise 951 N95 Masks have been 
offered as 340 to Hazaribag, 261 to Dumka, 200 to 
Churchu (Hazaribag) & 150 to other districts' 
authorities. Total 11,200 Surgical Masks distributed 
as 4000 to Hazaribag, 600 to Dumka, 6,400 to 
Churchu and 200 to multiple districts. It delivered 
624 pairs of Shoe Cover as 424 pairs at Hazaribag 
and 200 to Dumka including 50 Gowns & 500 Head 
Covers to Hazaribag. 16,600 pairs of Surgical 
Gloves distributed as 4,900 pairs to Hazaribag, 
10,200 to Dumka, 1,150 to Churchu & 350 pairs to 
other districts. It contributed 4,582 pairs of Examination Gloves to Hazaribag-Churchu 
and dispensed total 1,037 liters of Sanitizer as 255 liters to Hazaribag, 107 liters to 
Dumka, 595 liters to Churchu, 20 liters to Khunti and 60 liters to Gaya. 28 Infrared 
Thermometers have been allocated as 11 to Hazaribag, 09 to Dumka and 08 to 
Churchu based medical officers. Also 66 face shields given to health dept. as 35 at 
Hazaribag, 10 at Dumka, 03 at Churchu and 18 at multiple districts. Besides this, 
women beneficiaries of different programs by NBJK have made and distributed total 
78,626 Reusable Masks at Hazaribag, Dumka, Deoghar, Chakai (Jamui), Bokaro, 
Khunti, Patna and Gaya. Also 31037 pieces of Soap have been distributed in the same 
areas. It conducted 15 Community Kitchens in Khunti district and distributed dry 
ration-sanitation kits among 18783 persons as 3686 at Hazaribag, 822 at Dumka, 340 
at Deoghar, 54 at Chakai, 12233 at Churchu, 190 at Bokaro, 550 at Khunti, 588 at 
Patna, 20 at Ranchi and 300 at Gaya. In Dumka, NBJK has provided 2 oxygen 
cylinders & 15 Pulse Oximeters to district health dept. and covered 5440 PwDs under 
its relief campaign. It distributed education & hygiene kits among 830 children at 
Churchu, served Sattu Sharbat to more than 70,000 migrant workers at Barhi-
Chauparan in Hazaribag district and ensured direct money transfer to bank accounts 
of 760 poor families as Rs. 5000 for each in Hazaribag, Dumka, Khunti, Patna, Ranchi 
& other districts. NBJK's response to COVID-19 has involved 125 workers and 
reached directly to more than 96000 people in 369 villages under 25 blocks across 10 
districts in Jharkhand-Bihar.

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NBJK Responded COVID-19 bravely    
April 2020, Jharkhand-Bihar: NBJK came forward daringly to participate in the 
battle against COVID-19 at different fronts in Hazaribag, Bokaro, Khunti, 
Deoghar, Jamui, Dumka and Patna districts of Jharkhand-Bihar. It offered 
infrastructural support as two buildings, buses & manpower to Hazaribag 
district administration. Chouparan based LNJP Eye Hospital and SPP School 
worked as quarantine centers for 275 migrant laborers 
while for Govt. hospitals of Hazaribag-Dumka and 
Corona volunteers, it provided medical utilities like N95 
mask (190 pcs), surgical mask (15000 pcs), shoe cover 
(624 pairs), medical gown (50 pcs), head cover (500 
pcs), surgical gloves(15800 pcs), sanitizer (110 litres), 
infrared thermometer (16 pcs), pulsometer (15 pcs) and 
oxygen cylnder (2 nos.) along with reusable mask 
(18698 pcs) stitched at organization run sewing centers. 
NBJK conducted 16 community kitchens, distributed 
food materials, sanitation kits to 2288 needy families and 
4344 pcs soaps among villagers.

He said about the campaign against COVID-
19 which provided immediate relief to people and distributed 
ration-hygiene kits among 2252 people (including PwDs) with 
demonstration of hand washing with soap. It dispensed food 
materials among 804 families (744 PwDs), linked 317 persons 
(114 PwDs) with MNREGA scheme, submitted on-line UDID 
applications for 1038 PwDs and facilitated livelihood for 653 
people including 377 PwDs as with seeds of seasonal 
vegetables, paddy & maize for farm based activities, Mr. 
Abhinav explained. NBJK has provided ration-sanitation items 
for migrant laborers at 2 quarantine centers in Jama block, he 
said and added that NBJK handed over N-95 masks (100 pcs), 
surgical masks (500 pcs), surgical gloves (10,000 pcs), 
sanitizer (107 litres), infrared thermometers (9 pcs), oxygen 
cylinders (2 pcs), pulse oxymeters (15 pcs) to Dumka sadar hospital & CHCs.

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A Survival Support 
Mrs. Renu Toppo (70 years) belongs to Dato village in Katkamsandi 
block of Hazaribag district. She and her husband left their village few 
years back. Their son and daughter are not living with them as the son 
left home long ago and daughter has been married. When this old 
aged couple shifted to Hazaribag town, they opted to live in a cheap 
rented room at Bhuiyan Toli near Matwari, a residential area where 
families need domestic help and Renu became a maid servant for 
some families. Also she started medicinal oil 
massage service for women suffering from joint 
pain and became able to sustain at Hazaribag 
with satisfactory earning. 
But everything was changed with the break out 
of COVID-19 and frightened people have 
denied continuing Renu as the help or 
masseuse. In the meantime her husband left 
for heavenly abode and she got a major 
setback. But Renu didn't lose her patience and 
was trying to survive with support of neighbors. 
When NBJK has conducted a survey to find out 
needy people for relief materials, Renu Toppo 
was selected as a beneficiary for the support from Azim Premji 
Philanthropic Initiatives, Bengaluru.  
On 23 May 2020, NBJK has provided her Flour (10 kg), Pulse 
(1.5 kg), Mustard Oil (1 lit), Potato (5 kg), Sugar (1 kg) and Gram 
(1 kg) with Soap (2 pcs) and Mask (2 pcs). This was a crucial 
support I needed at that time urgently, Renu Toppo says. Now 
situation has been improved and she restarted her work as 
household help for some families again.
