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NBJK Facilitates Women Empowerment 

NBJK considers girls & women as a priority target group under its different 
programs. With an integrated approach of development, the organization has 
tried to empower them with programs upon education, health, livelihood, social 
awareness and other supports. In the field of education, NBJK run schools in 
Chauparan block of Hazaribag district (Jharkhand) like Amoli Apurva Primary 
School-Prajapat Nagar, Amoli Apurva Middle School-Bahera, Amoli Apurva High 
School-Mangarh, Chandrakala Devi Daga High School-Kewalia and Surekha 
Prakashbhai Public School-Bahera have enrolled total 1359 girls. Likewise there 
are 289 girl students cumulatively in Birsa Public School-Deokuli and Roshni 
Dhruva High School-Churchu of Ichak & Churchu blocks of the district. At 
Silaunja village in Bodhgaya block of Gaya district (Bihar), Komal Pujan Public 
School has 127 and Lord Buddha Home for Children (an orphanage) looks after 
22 girl children. Also NBJK run 40 Remedial 
Coaching Centers in Hazaribag district have 
1788 girl students of class VIII, IX & X and they 
get free tuition of Maths, Science and English. In 
slum areas of Patna, there are 10 NFE Centers 
with 185 girl children. Additionally it ensures 
sponsorship of school education for 300 girls 
from Hazaribag, Ranchi, Dumka, Chatra & Gaya 
distr icts. Last year, NBJK offered pre-
schooling/schooling support to 4700 plus girl 
children and 778 appeared in class X board 
examination with 83% result. 
For menstrual health management among tribal 
adolescent girls & women, it provided relevant 
training to 5321 women from SHGs and school 
girls from 29 villages in Murhu block of Khunti 
district. Under the program for Carers of physically/mentally challenged or old 
aged people, NBJK has organized 898 women carers in 85 SHGs in 6 blocks of 
Hazaribag district with around Rs. 16 lakh collective saving and supported 330 
carers for their livelihood activities or linked them with govt. schemes. In slum 
pockets of Patna, 545 girls have received vocational training in 6 months courses 
of tailoring, basic computer applications & beautician. About 40%-50% of the 
trainees are placed or self-employed with monthly income of Rs. 5,000-10,000. 
At Rozgar Training Centers in 11 districts, the organization has trained more than 
23000 youths within the period of 4 years and enabled 7000 plus girls/women to 
be employed or self-employed. It provided tailoring training & sewing machines 
to 435 rural women across Jharkhand-Bihar and they run training-cum-sewing 
centers. In Murhu block of Khunti district, NBJK has promoted a Farmer 
Producer Organization namely Murhu Nari Shakti Kisan Producer Company Ltd. 
and enhanced income of tribal women farmers there. With program of Poverty 
Reduction through SHGs, It linked 6477 women with credit facility for income 
generation activities in 4 districts. Similarly promotion of women social workers 
have been ensured with capacity building support & fellowship to 5 women 
headed VOs in Jharkhand-Bihar. NBJK works with women on campaign against 
liquor through Lok Samiti, settled 87 cases of family dispute at Family 
Counseling Center, prevented 73 cases of child marriage and rescued 76 
children trapped under vulnerable situation under its other programs.

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Maiden Anniversary of LNJP Eye Hospital, Kajha   
18 January 2021, Kajha (Wazirganj), Gaya: NBJK celebrated first 
anniversary of LNJP Eye Hospital initiated with support of Wen Giving 
Foundation & Mission for Vision. Dr. Nand Lal Prasad (In-charge, 
Community Health Centre, Wazirganj) was chief guest on the occasion 
who assured to cooperate for quality Cataract surgery of people in this 
area. Mr. Gandharv Gaurav (Prog. Director, NBJK) has 
briefed about this well equipped and modern eye 
hospital with 40 beds functioning under guidelines of 
the Govt. and provides free of cost or subsidized 
treatment to poor people. Within last one year, the 
hospital has conducted 10298 OPD and 3151 cataract 
surgeries successfully, out of which 2520 surgeries 
were free of cost, he said. Mr. Girija Satish (President, 
NBJK) thanked the hospital team for their hard work 
and conveyed his best wishes. Dr. Ashutosh Anand, 
Dr. Suman Kumar (Ophthalmologists), Mr. Sukanto

in Ramgarh district in Jharkhand, Cataract eradication campaign was 
launched by LNJPEH-Bahera under CSR of BHEL in presence of its senior 
officials.

Lok Samiti Demands Liquor Prohibition in Jharkhand

support of NBJK & Jamnalal Bajaj Foundation-Mumbai, Jharkhand State Lok 
Samiti has initiated an advocacy campaign against liquor & all intoxicants.

He said that Goonj contributes to uplift quality of 
life by using under-utilized urban materials for development 
with dignity across the country in partnership of 465 VOs. He 
talked about possibility of work in Jharkhand upon waste 
management, agriculture, road, water, forest, women, 
children, disability etc and insisted for innovation by better use 
of waste materials. Mr. Anshu Gupta stated that despite 
amazing work on COVID relief by voluntary sector, recent 
amendments of FCRA are like a setback for VOs and we 
should raise voice collectively. Mr. Satish Girija thanked all, 
suggested Water Management as a core issue for VOs in 
Jharkhand this year and expected support from Goonj. Also Mrs. Minakshi (Co-
founder, Goonj), Mr. Suresh Kumar, Mr. Shivji, Mr. Ajeet (all from Goonj) and 
representatives of 25 VOs from Hazaribagh, Ranchi, Bokaro, Chatra, Giridih, 
Lohardaga and Gumla districts of Jharkhand were present in the meeting. Mr. Rajiv 
Singh, Mr. Shankar Rana and Ms Niki Soren from NBJK have contributed to the event.

Tailoring Training for Women     
February-March 2021, Ranchi/Hazaribag: In the period of 10-16 Feb, one week 
residential training for 20 ST women held at NBJK-Ranchi under Usha Classical 
Silai School program with support of Usha International-New Delhi. There were 
10 trainees from Bandgaon and 10 from Palkot blocks of West Singhbhum & 
Gumla districts. This was inaugurated by Mr. P. N. Sharma (Treasurer-NBJK) 
and Mr. Felix Tirkey (Usha International). Initially Mr. 
Kamaljeet Sharma (Usha International) facilitated the 
trainees upon sewing machine installation and skills to 
repair common problems. As the trainers Mrs. Sandhya 
Agrawal and Mrs. Pammi Devi shared their expertise with 
the trainees on designing, cutting & tailoring of different 
dresses & useful items. After the training, all the trainees 
got a sewing machine for each to start Usha Silai School at 
their places. On 17-25 Feb, 10 tribal women from Khunti & 
Murhu blocks of Khunti district have availed the same 
training. In opening ceremony Mr. Girija Satish (President, 
NBJK) said about need of tailoring skill for livelihood purpose and appreciated 
Usha International for the initiative. Likewise during 3-6 March at Hazaribag, 2 
batches of 20-20 women/girls from different villages of Sadar, Daroo, 
Katkamdag, Katkamsandi, Barkagaon blocks have been provided 2-days 
residential training for each. These trainees are previous students of Usha Silai 
Schools in their villages and will begin Satellite Silai Schools now. Each trainee 
has received a training certificate, a guidebook on tailoring and a signboard to 
start own work. Mr. Shailesh Kumar (Program Associate, NBJK) has 
coordinated the events.

Her group code is 129 M and she is treasurer of 
the group. In the year 2011, Pratima Devi joined this SHG and supported 
with micro credit of Rs. 4,000 initially. Before that she was running a tea 
stall with samosa and aspired to expand her work. 
Pratima Jee has started a restaurant as 
Kesri Bhojanalay in outer portion of her 
house. Due to cleanliness, reasonable rate 
and home like taste of traditional veg/non-
veg meals she prepares, many people 
come to the Bhojnalay for lunch or snacks. 
Also she provides lunchbox service to the 
bank staffs whose offices are situated 
nearby. After association with the SHG, she 
contributed to marriages of her 3 daughters 
and experienced a major jolt suddenly with 
sad demise of her husband about 5 years 
back. NBJK enabled me to sustain 
financially against adverse situation and kept me busy to live for my 
family, Pratima Devi says. Currently she lives with her son, daughter-in-
law and grand-children. Also she supports her daughters and leads the 
family. Mr. Shivnath Rana (Credit Officer, NBJK) appreciates Mrs. Pratima 
Devi as an intelligent lady, though she had schooling till class 7th only. The 
very last amount she availed is Rs. 52000 and her monthly income may be 
Rs. 15000 plus minimum, he speculates.
